Winter Tip


With the onset of Winter and the drop in temperatures its now time to bring out the Coleman stoves and back into action. I have had my original Coleman for about 19 years, which has gone through a few new generators, and pump washers in its time and is still running ok. I have run the stove on unleaded petrol for all this time as the Coleman fuel is expensive at around £5.30 per litre. The stove works fine on it and is still a lot cheaper than Coleman fuel, which in real terms works out at about £27.00 per gallon when unleaded petrol is about £5.50 per gallon or 119.9p per litre. Just lately though I have been running mine on Super unleaded (Shell V Power) which although expensive to run a car on is only about 1.26p per litre. If you do buy Coleman fuel, keep the container as this is cheaper than buying an aluminium fuel flask at around 15 quid a go.
